Ease series providing routed ports for wire-
less access to broadband services.

DRG Ease is PacketFront’s world-leading 
modular Customer Premises Equipment 
(CPE) for delivery of multi-play services in 
FTTx networks. It is based on a “sandwich” 
principle that builds upon the Base module. 
Then active modules are easily snapped on 
for control and delivery of additional services. 
This modularity limits initial investments and 
offers pay-as-you-grow service deployment to 
match the needs of individual users.

The modular concept of DRG Ease allows net-
work owners and service providers to effec-
tively deploy broadband networks and offer 
services with limited initial investments. The 
versatility of DRG Ease enables greater earn-
ing potential with options for lifting end users 
to higher-value packages over time.

High quality, high performance  

The WiFi module, with its 2 routed LAN ports, 
NAT functionality and firewall, is all that 
is needed to set up a secure wireless net-
work in the end-user premises. The internal  
antenna provides great coverage and can be 

further extended using the optional external 
antenna.  

Through its support for the IEEE 802.11b/g 
standard, wireless G is provided offering per-
formance boosts ideal for Internet downloads 
and online gaming.

Secure set up and remotely upgradeable

DRG Ease – WiFi supports WiFi Protected 
Setup (WPS) and enables easy and secure 
establishment of the wireless home network 
through this standard. The wireless network is 
automatically configured and the only action 
required by the end user is to configure the 
wireless client.

The required software and configuration can 
be automatically provisioned from the man-
agement system upon installation of the WiFi 
module. This is either initiated from Packet-
Front’s BECS network control and provision-
ing system, or other management systems  
using SNMP or DCHP options.    

Easy to get started

The WiFi module is installed simply by  
attaching it to the Access module using the 

built-in magnets. Its small dimensions make 
it ideal for distribution via mail, and end  
users can easily install it themselves. No 
technician is needed, and the whole process 
of distribution and connection is accom-
plished smoothly and cost-efficiently.

Modern design

The entire design concept behind the DRG 
Ease solution is focused on ease-of-use com-
bined with smart and innovative functionality 
in the mechanics. For the WiFi module this 
has resulted in clear and instructive LEDs, 
an embossed area for service-provider brand-
ing and easy installation using magnets. All  
cabling is hidden and managed in a dedicat-
ed Organizer module, making cable tangle 
a non-issue. Also, the WiFi module does 
not require a separate Power Supply Unit 
(PSU), further reducing the amount of 
cables and unwanted accessories 
in the household. Only one PSU is 
needed for the complete DRG Ease 
solution.
